It is important to stay 

on this schedule and to finish the entire series of vaccines to ensure protection of 

your kitten. During your Kitten Wellness visits, your veterinarian and technician 

will go over things you need to know about raising a healthy, happy new member 

of the family. We encourage you to write down any questions you have and bring 

them to your visit! We want your new furry family member to bring lots of joy and 

love to your life, and knowing what they need and when they need it takes a lot of 

the stress off you, as a pet parent. Adoption of a pet should be forever. The more 

you know, the better and more successful your relationship with your new pet will 

be!

***A preferred (and safer) rabies vaccine is called Purevax. You may opt for the 

regular rabies vaccine, if desired, for $25.10.
